Project #31: Sunshine! 

- Using yellow construction paper, cut out two large circles. 

- Cut slips of yellow paper for the sun rays. 

- Using a Glue Stick, put glue around the entire outer edge of the Sun Circle. 

- Add the yellow strips of paper for the sun rays onto the sticky glue. 

- If needed apply more glue as it may dry out before done. 

- Put glue on the outer edge of the second circle place evenly onto the Sun Rays to 

cover and secure the “Rays” in place. 

- Draw on a Face if you like.  

- With Non-toxic markers or crayons, add as many details as you like: eyes, nose, 

mouth, cheeks etc. 

- Add glitter Glue! 

- Add sparkle with glue! 

- Use a hole punch for the top and slip a string through this for hanging up if you like.
