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Project #178: Lions! 

- Cut a large orange Circle from construction paper 

- Cut two ear shapes. 

- Cut strips of orange and yellow paper for the fur/mane of the lion 

- Glue all pieces together to form the lion’s head. 

- Add the facial details with felt markers or crayons. 

- Think about other things you may want to add such as some string for fur or felt pieces 

for fur and texture. 

- If adding cloth or felt, it is best to use non-toxic liquid white glue and it will stick better.
